Collect

O God, forasmuch as without you

we are not able to please you;

mercifully grant that your Holy Spirit

may in all things direct and rule our hearts;
through Jesus Christ your Son our Lord,
who is alive and reigns with you,

in the unity of the Holy Spirit,

one God, now and for ever.

Genesis 2:18-24

18 Then the Lord God said, ‘It is not good that the man should be
alone; | will make him a helper as his partner.” 1® So out of the ground
the Lord God formed every animal of the field and every bird of the air,
and brought them to the man to see what he would call them; and
whatever the man called each living creature, that was its name. 2° The
man gave names to all cattle, and to the birds of the air, and to every
animal of the field; but for the man there was not found a helper as his
partner.

3 He answered them, ‘What did Moses
command you?’ 4 They said, ‘Moses allowed a man to write a
certificate of dismissal and to divorce her.’ 3 But Jesus said to them,

‘Because of your hardness of heart he wrote this commandment for
you. 8 But from the beginning of creation, “God made them male and
female.” 7 “For this reason a man shall leave his father and mother and
be joined to his wife, 8 and the two shall become one flesh.”
